Minutes of Meeting –August 15, 2011

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mr. Bishop.  Warrants and minutes were signed.
Wheeler Oil - $3.35 per gallon.  Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to accept Wheeler’s locked in price for oil for this winter.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to approve the temporary borrowing of $280,000 to be used until Chapter 90 funds are distributed upon completion of projects.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Mass Highway block grants – Discussion of block grants in the amount of $500,000.  Mr. Senecal will apply for this grant with the help of the Town Administrator.  Applications must be in between September 1 and September 9th.  Mr. Senecal felt that the biggest project in town right now would be the repair of Lyons Hill Road.  Drainage is bad and there has not been any substantial work done on this road in many years.  The board agreed with Mr. Senecal’s proposal.

Highway Department – Mr. Senecal requested that the Highway Department acquire the bucket truck from the Electric/Light.  Mr. Bishop said that the Highway Department can have the truck with no strings attached.  

Horn Pond – Dan Laprad  - A series of tests were performed and the leak in the line is in the last quarter of the line.  With the help of the Fire Department, they will flush the line to determine where the break is.  

Prospect Street project – engineers have been authorized to go along with the factory recommended maintenance.

Elevator repair – Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to accept the bid for the repair of the elevator.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  

Discharge of lien at 68 Worthington Road – Mr. Bishop made a motion to discharge the lien (PVPC) at 68 Worthington Road.  Seconded by Mr. Baldasaro.

Department of Education letter regarding the school budget.  They have an extension of 15 days.

Letter from Baystate Forestry Service, put on file.

Letter from Huntington Lions Club celebrating their 60th anniversary.
Water meters need to be ordered to replace faulty meters.

Main Street Tree – Several years ago it was hit by lightning.  Showing effects of dying.  Mr. Senecal will get a price to remove the tree.

Shirley Viner – Kinnebrook Road - There is a tree hanging over the road.  It was determined that it is not a town tree, but one owned by Verizon.  Verizon has been contacted and will address the issue.

Special Town Meeting scheduled for September 26th.  Articles that will be on the warrant:  tree account; town hall account, elevator repair; bylaws – wind and solar – and new road to be named (not Lyman Street Extension)
Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to hold selectmen’s meetings on the second and fourth Mondays.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

There will be a need to do an RFP to fix the panel at the Water Department.  

Cheryl Baldasaro, Town Clerk, informed the Board that there is a new system of recording birth and creating birth certificates.  The process will be automated.

A letter went out to Mr. Forgue from Revive Chester.  However, it was returned and will go out again tomorrow certified with a Huntington address.  It was returned because it was addressed to Chester.

Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:40 PM.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.
