Minutes of Meeting –March 26, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mr. Bishop.  Warrants and minutes were signed.
Robin Allsop and Scott Fontaine addressed the Board regarding the Know Trail riders.  Both selectmen had made inquiries into the organization and found that it is very well organized and had good reviews from other communities.  Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to allow the Trail Riders to have their event as long as certain items were met.  They need to provide a certificate of liability, have two police officers on duty, and parking must be on the property and not blocking the road.  Mr. Bishop seconded the motion.  Unanimous vote.
Chief Dan Ilnicky addressed the board regarding MEMA sign off by DPW.  It was just a housekeeping issue.

Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to move the documents as written.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

NEW BUSINESS

Faye Piergiovanni expressed her concerns regarding town boards that have been eliminated from the ballot.  In particular, the cemetery commission.  Mr. Baldasaro said that many years ago, the board voted to appoint since people were not interested in being on the boards.  He agreed that it should be placed on the ballot, or should be voted by Town Meeting to take them off the ballot entirely.

Ms. Piergiovanni also asked if there could be a better way to break down the costs of certain departments that are all under the DPW.  She would like to know what is the cost of maintaining the cemeteries, the parks, etc.  She said that more detail would be better.

Planning Board – Lyle Snide addressed the board regarding the Wright/Mica Mill Road property.
Park areas not easily accessible by the public.  They need to send a response to PVPC regarding open space.  Also, Jim Jameson resigned from the Planning Board.
Mr. Pease addressed the board in regards to his wall.  He was told that the DEP was moving forward in regards to his property.

Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to appoint Noreen St. Martin as alternate for the Water Department.  She is certified and licensed.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.  Paperwork was filed under Chapter 268A.  Bernie makes all decisions.  

Pam Anderson requested that her vacation time be rolled over to next year.  Motion to approve by Mr. Baldasaro.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.
