Minutes of Meeting –May 16, 2011

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by R. Duane Pease.  Warrants and minutes were signed.
Mr. Pease asked Janice Brown who was going to be the Memorial Day Speaker.  Janice Brown said that Damon Bazzaghin would be speaking and that the parade starts at 10 AM on Monday May 30th. 

Chief Dan Ilnicky – The Police Department has continued enforcing the junk car initiative – the police department will assist residents with finding resources to get rid of the cars.  

ATV issues – as of May 1, 2011 penalties increase.  The department will address all complaints and speak with all individuals.

Chester on Track – there will be four officers on duty plus two young gentlemen who are ding community service time.

Mr. Pease made a motion to accept the Town warrant.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Wired West Initiatives – signed letter of support.   Mr. Pease made a motion to accept.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop. Unanimous vote.  

PVPC – signed letter granting extension.  Mr. Pease made a motion to accept.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop. Unanimous vote. 
Letter from Tax Collector and Treasurer regarding Mr. Jette.  Mr. Pease made a motion to put on file.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop. Unanimous vote.  

There was discussion of the water line that connects two houses together.  Putting a meter on the second house will be a temporary solution.   

Highway Department – Mr. Senecal presented the Board with Mr. Cooper’s pay scale.  Mr. Pease made a motion to accept Mr. Senecal’s recommendation.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Next Monday will be the day for bid openings.  

Old State Bridge – line paining needs to be done, barriers put in place, hopefully will be opening on Friday.  The bridge will be shut down on August 1 and reopened on September 1.
FEMA – Ice Storm will be reimbursed 75%.  Chester might get reimbursed $4500 from the ice storm.  

Lyman Road Extension – Mr. Senecal and Mr. Pease are doing research on this property.  

Grading of the roads has stopped because of the rain; will restart when rain slows down.  The highway department will maintain the roads that people live on.

Correspondence –

Help wanted ad will go in paper this week for the Senior Work Program.

Town administrator’s Report –

The CCR Report is finished and mailed.  Also, a copy is available on the website.

Mr. Pease asked how costly it would be to replace the PA system.  Mr. Stroganow will get some quotes.

Citizen’s Conference – 

Janice Brown asked about the flower pots.  Mr. MacDonald said that they would be taken care of.  

Mrs. Brown also expressed concern about the PA system.  Could we possibly get a new one?

Executive Session-

A motion was made by Mr. Pease to go into executive session – to discuss strategy with respect to collective bargaining or litigation, if an open meeting may have a detrimental effect on the bargaining or litigating position of the government body, to conduct strategy sessions in preparation for negotiations with non-union personnel to conduct collective bargaining sessions or contract negotiations with non union personnel.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.
