Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Eugene Bishop.  Warrants and minutes were signed.
A letter was sent to Barbara Sanderson recognizing her years of service on the Council on Aging.  


Mr. George Reichert, Director of the Southern Hilton Council on Aging wants the town to do an active search for a replacement for Barbara.  He said that the Town of Chester should have at least 5 people to serve on the committee.  A majority of the people need to be over 59 years old.  The ceiling in the CIA room needs to be fixed.  Mr. Reichert suggested lowering it by 2 ½ feet.  There is money left in the COA account.  Remaining funds would come from an FY 2011 State Grant.  Mr. Bishop made a motion to move forward with the project.  Seconded by Mr. Stroganow.  Unanimous vote.


Mr. Bishop made a motion to extend the grant written by PVPC.  Seconded by Mr. Stroganow.  Unanimous vote.

The board sent a thank you to Senator Knapik for the state flag.

A motion was made by Mr. Bishop for A Resolution Concerning African American Revolutionary War Patriots from the town of Chester.  Prince Hafford of Chester was one of the patriots.  Seconded by Mr. Stroganow.  Unanimous vote.


Correspondence – Law office of O’Keefe and Gale concerning the vehicle that slid into the town plow. MIIA will handle the defense on behalf of the town.


Comcast letter – there will be additional channels available.


Comcast has pulled permits to install 196 poles to extend the cable line.


The Hamilton Memorial Library had a fundraiser of collecting cans.  They raised $247.40.


Fay Piergiovani spoke about the condition of one historical building ion town.  There are broken windows, portions of the building have collapsed, and the lawn is overgrown.  It is becoming a fire hazard.  The Historical Commission would like to see this building maintained.  Mr. Stroganow said that the Board of Health already sent a letter to the owner of the property.

Janice Brown asked about the cell towers and is any progress being made?  Mr. Bishop said that the Town of Chester is not a priority for these companies, but we should be hooked up by the end of the month.  


Ms. Brown also questioned why we voted for the school budget at town Meeting?  Mr. Bishop said that there was no reason not to since the other towns voted down the school budget.


Cemeteries are not being taken care of.  Can we go back to having a Cemetery Commission?   The board will look into the matter.


Catherine Bateman from Lyman Street Extension said that she would like to see the road brought up to state standards and become an accepted road.  She is requesting that an additional 200 feet and a large turnaround be added to the existing road.  Ms. Bateman also said that she would work with the town to make the road acceptable.  The Highway Superintendent will have to look into this matter to see how much work needs to be done.  
Mr. Bishop made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:00 PM.  Seconded by Mr. Stroganow.  Unanimous vote.
