Minutes of Meeting –April 9, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mr. Bishop.  Warrants and minutes were signed.
Treasurer Lisa Edinger resigned.  The Board expressed their regrets that Ms. Edinger was resigning.  They wished her the best of luck in her new endeavor.  She will be missed.  She was part of the Financial Team that brought order back to Town Hall.  Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to give authority to Mr. MacDonald to contract with, or find someone to do payroll since the new treasurer would not take office immediately.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Representative Steve Kulik spoke about redistricting and that now Chester would be one of his communities.  He lives in Worthington, and sits on the Ways and Means committee.  He is aware of issues affecting small towns and maintains an open door policy.  

Congressman Richard Neal will make a visit to Chester tomorrow at 10 AM.  Everyone is welcome to attend.

On a motion made by Mr. Bishop, Mr. MacDonald contract was amended to specify the days and hours worked.  Monday through Wednesday from 9 till 3.  Every second and fourth Monday from 6 till 8 pm.  Seconded by Mr. Baldasaro  Unanimous vote.

On a motion from Mr. Baldasaro, Chief Dan Ilnicky’s contract was approved for a three year term.  It is a standard contract that most police chiefs in Massachusetts have.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.  Contract runs from July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2015.
Letter from Town Counsel regarding the Open Meeting Law Violation.  The letter was filed.

Wright/Mica Mill property – assessors are reviewing the Chapter status of this parcel.  They will keep the board informed as to what is happening with it.

Verizon Lease Agreement – Mr. Baldasaro made a motion to accept the lease agreement.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Met Tower Lease Agreement – motion made by Mr. Baldasaro to execute the Met Tower Lease.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Water Department – Carl Dewkitt resigned.  Noreen St. Martin was appointed at a rate of $18.85 per hour.

Pat Post’s request for a sign on William Street for a hearing and sight impaired person.  Motion to approve made by Mr. Baldasaro  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Town Election Hours and Date – Motion to set the Town election for May 5, 2012 from 10 till 6 made by Mr. Baldasaro  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.

Mr. Baldasaro Made a motion to set a Special Town Meeting for May 14th at 7 PM to do some housekeeping issues.  Seconded by Mr. Bishop.  Unanimous vote.
