RENTAL AGREEMENT CHESTER, MASSACHUSETTS

	THIS AGREEMENT is made by and between the TOWN OF CHESTER (Landlord) and _________________________.

The Landlord is the owner of land and improvements commonly known as Town Hall, 15 Middlefield Street, Chester, Massachusetts (the building) and the Tenant’s address is ________________
The Landlord makes available for a portion of the building designated as follows:
	The designated portion of the first floor of the building known as the auditorium.   The rented space shall also include the right for the Tenant and all of its employees, guests and participants, to use, in common with others entitled to use thereof, the bathrooms on the first floor, and the entrance to the building from Middlefield Street.  The Tenant agrees that the building elevator is not part of this agreement.
This agreement shall encompass the following provisions:
1. TERM
a. The term of the rental begins on ________ and ends on ___________.
b. [bookmark: _Hlk480799908]The tenant acknowledges that the Landlord may, during the Term of the rental, require the use of the auditorium space for a Special Town Meeting or for a Special Election, or for some other Town need. In that event, the Landlord shall advise the Tenant of such need as soon as possible 
c. The tenant will provide the Landlord with a calendar of days and times that they will require use of the auditorium.    
          2. RENT
a. Tenant shall pay as rent to Landlord the sum of $50.00 per event, payable by the start of the event.  
         3. USE  
	a.  the rented premises shall be used as an athletic educational event, supervised by no less then
                    two (2) adults, who are in attendance at all times.  
        4.  MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING
a. Normal maintenance, paper goods and cleaning will be maintained by the Landlord.
b. The Tenant will be responsible for normal cleaning after instruction days and any damage
done by participants.

      5. INSURANCE
a.    During the term the tenant shall maintain with respect to the Premises, maintain public          liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit of $1,000,000.00 for bodily injury or    death in any one accident and for property damage in any one accident.  Tenant shall ensure that the Town of Chester is an additional named insured on said policy. A copy of said policy shall be given to the Landlord before any activity takes place at said address.  Landlord shall, with regard to the leased premises, maintain the blanket insurance coverage held for all its properties and in force at the time of the signing of this agreement.
